The Post would like to send condolences to Past Commander Linvel Phillips and family on the death of
hisfather, 'Folsom Jim' Phillips. James A. Phillips, acommunity volunteer known for his many contributions to
preserving and celebrating the town's Gold Rush heritage, died at age 99. He was aleader in efforts to protect
Folsom's historic treasures. He helped raise money to restore an old building, now is the Folsom History
Museum. He helped establish the Folsom Interpretive Center and built its blacksmithing shop, wagon barn,
mining shack and other exhibits. For many years, he lectured about the Gold Rush and demonstrated mining
techniques at schools, meetings and community events. He led history tours, taught gold panning and handed
out glass vias of water with gold flecks as souvenirs. In his early years, he prospected for gold, panningin
rivers and running horse teams for dredging companies. He worked as a cowboy, driving dairy cows he had to
milk daily from Sloughhouse to L ake Tahoe and herding beef cattle near Truckee. He was an aircraft mechanic
at McClellan Air Force Base before World War 11 and joined the Army Air Corps. He served with the 8th Air
Force at Burtonwood air base in England and was active in the Burtonwood Association, a veterans group.

Mr. Phillips remained sharp at almost a century old enjoyed sharing his knowledge of the town and the
Gold Rush with others.
